1. Proof of Gross Income Received by Family Members

· Copies of pay stubs for the last 4 weeks or a letter from your employer that shows your last 4 weeks of GROSS pay. 
· A copy of the letter you received telling you the gross amount of any benefits received through Social Security, Unemployment, Veterans’ Administration, Workers’ Compensation, or other Federal or State benefit. 

· Proof of all other income for the last 4 weeks, including child support. 

· If self-employed, attach a copy of your most recent federal income tax form including all schedules.

3. All Medical Insurance Cards

4. Verification of Citizenship and Identity. You must provide original documents.
5. Proof of Child Care or Adult Day Care Expenses
