Civil Money Penalty Quality Initiatives (CMPQI) Program Funding

In December 2006, the South Carolina Department of Health and Human Services (SCDHHS) notified applicants of its decision to cancel the third round of funding for the Civil Money Penalty Quality Initiatives (CMPQI) Program.  Recently, the SCDHHS revised the guidelines and application process.  Beginning July 1, 2007, the SCDHHS will again accept applications for the CMPQI Program. The goal of this Program is to enhance the quality of care and the quality of life for nursing facility residents and staff  through initiatives that focus on education.  

This round will offer awards to organizations that work directly with Medicaid-certified nursing facilities.  As in 1999 and 2002 grant awards, civil money penalties collected by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services through enforcement activities and returned to the state, will be used to fund the awards.  Application guidelines for applying are enclosed.
