This indicator means the % of infants/toddlers with IFSP’s receiving El services on
their IFSP from BabyNet Service Providers in a timely manner. In SC, timely is
considered within 30 days of a service being identified as a need on the IFSP.

This indicator is a compliance indicator, so we are expected to be at 100%.

In the past, providers were not held to the standard of entering service logs, but
once everyone is required to use BRIDGES, the payor source will not matter. If the
provider does not enter their service logs, they will not be paid.

The number should rise within the next 2-3 years.

Our target was 97.64% and our data was 97.82%

It was discussed that the target could be set at 99% since our data shows to be
greater than the target, however many early intervention providers mentioned that
in rural areas, such as Chester County, there are no Physical Therapy providers and
in Lexington/Richland counties, it is difficult to find an Occupational Therapy
provider.

Due to the provider availability issue, it was mentioned that our state could explore
using telehealth or telemedicine as many other states are already using this.
