Sight Savers America (SSA) and screening partner, Impact America, conducted vision 
screenings in South Carolina preschools, pre-K’s, daycares, and Head Starts. 12,514 children 
received free vision screenings and 1,138 failed their screening, indicating the need for a dilated 
eye exam. Sight Savers America’s Follow-up Eye Care Program provided case managed eye 
care for all children referred. Case managers complete a multi-step contact protocol, including 
phone calls, texting, emails and postal mail to establish contact with the parent/guardian. Case 
managers inform caregivers about their child’s eye care needs, while also educating them on 
the importance of vision health. Children then receive free comprehensive dilated eye exams 
with a local eye care provider and all prescribed treatments – eyeglasses, medications, aphakic 
contact lenses, patching for amblyopia, vision therapy, surgeries, and other continuing care 
services including referral to the SSA low vision and blindness program (not funded through this 
appropriation). All recommended treatments are secured and local eye care homes are 
established for recurrent care during a child’s formative years.

CONSOLIDATED REPORT KEY: 
 
Children in case managed eye care protocol: P/G contact established, and follow-up eye 
care initiated. Scheduling, eye exams and treatments in process. Reported outcomes pending. 
 



Children with completed case managed eye care protocol: Child has received all contact 
and follow-up eye care protocol and file is closed.  
 
Children with eyeglasses: Child has corrective eyeglasses with current prescription. 
 
Children with potential amblyopia: Prompt and comprehensive treatment prevents potential 
vision loss in one eye. Children may receive various treatments and be accounted for in multiple 
outcome categories. 
 
Children receiving other treatments and continuing care: Child has a more severe vision 
problem requiring additional treatments beyond initially prescribed eyeglasses. SSA coordinates 
and/or provides vision therapy, surgery, medication, aphakic contact lenses, patching, eye 
drops, and any other necessary treatment.  
 
Children with no refractive error or borderline refractive error (no further treatment 
currently prescribed): After a comprehensive dilated eye exam, optometrist/ophthalmologist 
does not recommend eyeglasses or other treatment at this time. However, in most cases, doctor 
does recommend a follow-up eye exam within 6 mo. - 1 yr. to reevaluate borderline refractive 
error. 
 
Children receiving SSA facilitated/parent handled eye care: P/Gs received notification of 
child’s failed vision screening result and education and awareness about the importance of 
comprehensive and recurrent eye care to correct any potential vision problems during a child’s 
formative years.  
 
Parents in this category did not need financial assistance and choose to coordinate child's eye 
care (private insurance/ability to pay). SSA provided guidance on how to select a provider and 
schedule an eye exam.  SSA also follows-up with parent to document results of eye exam and 
treatments.  
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
